· Students applying for admissions must have obtained a basic graduation degree from any statutory university in any discipline like arts, science, commerce, engineering, pharmacy etc.

· Students must have received a minimum of 45% marks in the aggregate.

· Students must have sat for any one or more of the Tests like CAT, XAT, ATMA and/or MAT and qualified as per our cut off points (we have separate cut off points for each of these tests as given below)

· Students must qualify in the Group Discussions and Personal Interviews to be conducted by the ASBM.

· Relative Weightages will be as under:

· Written All India Test Scores  50%( any one of the above)

· Group Discussions   15%

· Personal Interview 35%
